We have been blessed this fall to move our Pebbles and Stones out of the Christian community church and into a gym
near by. We are working with primarily Muslim children and their parents would hesitate to send their children to programs in a
Christian church. They are sending them every week to the program at the gym. Although the message is the same, the place
is less of a threat. We continue to work on building relationships of trust and for us this fall it happens to be on the basketball
court. There were two young, defiant teenage boys who dominated the basketball court. One wee, Gene and | prayerfully
decided that it was time to break down some barriers and take a stand for Jesus on the basketball court. We challenged the
two basketball stars to a game. As the game started they scored three points immediately against us; Gene and | gave a
knowing glance to each other that we were in trouble. With a groan as a prayer, we kept playing and to our surprise used a few
“pick and rolls”, a head fake with a back door dash to the basket, and a couple of nice hooks, we found ourselves in the lead.
Gene and | went on to win against the best team in the projects and in turn, through God’s grace, won their respect too. We
were thankful though, that the boys couldn’t see us on Monday morning — Gene and | could hardly move with the aching
muscles we were not used to using. In the weeks that followed though, there were not any objections from the two tough boys
to the real message we came to share. They listened to us as we read God’s Word, asked inquisitive questions, and one of the
boys even asked Gene to listen to him read the story again in the corner of the gym.

We face many challenges in teaching and answering questions of these Muslim children but we are learning too that
we are just the messengers. The messengers are far less important than the message. The message, with the help of the Holy
Spirit, is what convicts their hearts of the truth. So we come as the messengers, with confidence in the message, knowing He
who is able, will complete His good and perfect will as we are privileged to be witnesses of it at Clancy Street.
